The venue has recently been refurbished to accom-

modate a more modern feel and looks fantastic. 
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Swimming

Libraries 
Mansfield, Sutton in Ashfield and Kirby in Ashfield all have public libraries located in the centre of 

town, with Mansfield being the largest. 

These libraries offer a range of resources such as non-fiction books, novels, DVDs, internet access and 

printing facilities.

Public Transport 
Mansfield boasts a brand new, state of the art bus station, providing services across the local area. 

The Threes service will take you from Mansfield to the heart of Nottingham in just 45 minutes. This 

service also passes through Sutton in Ashfield and Kirkby in Ashfield. 

The Mansfield Miller connects Mansfield , Sutton in Ashfield and Mansfield Woodhouse together. 

The Black Cat fast tracks passengers from Mansfield to Derby town centre in 2 hours. 

Mansfield’s train station is located close to the bus station and operates services run by East Mid-

lands Trains.  These services, known locally as the ‘Robin Hood Line’ can get you to Nottingham in half 

an hour.
